Checklist Before Pet Sitter Arrives


Call your vet ahead of time and leave credit card number



with them in case of an emergency.



When providing an extra key make sure it works



Be sure to take our phone number with you in case your 



plans have changed or you need to get a hold of us for 



any reason.



Leave everything needed for the pet sitter in one general



area, if possible.



If pet sitter is visiting at night, leave a light on or a 



timer light on so pet sitter does not walk into a dark 



house.  This is good for the sitter and the pet since it 



might be scared.



Leave a key for a neighbor (if possible) in case of an emergency



or in the event of extreme weather.  Be sure the pet sitter has 



the name and number of that person.

Trash secured



Fence secured/locked



All doors/windows locked



Alarm company alerted



All appliances off/unplugged



Washing machine closed



Everything our of pet’s reach


Stop newspaper delivery (if prolonged absence)
